VSE represents national 
member organisations, providing support and 
information services to more than 2 million people 
affected by crime every year in 26 countries. 
Together we act as the voice of victims.

For over 25 years, VSE has been working for a 
Europe, and a world, where all victims have strong 
victims’ rights and services, whether they report the 
crime or not. Our mission is to ensure that every 
victim in Europe, regardless of where they live or 
where the crime took place:

European victim support organisations remain at 
the heart of VSE, while our work spans all areas of 
victims’ issues. Our diverse membership continues 
to grow coming from across Europe and the world, 
from all professions such as support workers, 
justice practitioners, policy officials and academics.
 

The strength of VSE derives from this diversity of 
membership. It allows us to work at the centre of 
European decision making, to learn from each other 
through the exchange of knowledge and practices, 
and to develop new policies and expertise.

We promote the development and improvement 
of victim support services through ADVOCACY, 
MONITORING, CO-ORDINATION OF SERVICES, 
RESEARCH, CAPACITY BUILDING and TRAINING.

VSE works with and is consultative partner to 
European and International Institutions to influ-
ence EU and international laws and policies on 
victims’ rights. 

VSE monitors the implementation of EU legisla-
tion to ensure that the rights established for 
victims are put into practice.

VSE works with civil society organisations to 
ensure proper co-ordination between all actors 
working with victims. We also work to help 
co-ordinate victim support across borders, 
whether a victim is a tourist, travelling for work 
or involved in a major incident such as terrorism.

Together with these organisations and with 
national members, we work to develop policies 
and practices, to introduce new support services 
across Europe and to increase the expertise of 
all practitioners.
